The OECD (Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development) was established on December 14, 1960.  It grew out of the Organisation for European Economic  Cooperation which was formed in 1948.
The original 20 members of the OECD were: Austria, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, France, Federal Republic of Germany, Greece, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, United Kingdom, and the United States of America.
Since then 11 nations have joined bringing the total to 31 nations:

Status of Dependent Territories of OECD Member Countries
Dependent territories of OECD member countries (such as Channel Islands, the Isle of Man, Gibraltar, Bermuda, the Cayman Islands and the British Virgin Islands) are not members of the OECD in their own right.

OECD Funding
The OECD is funded by its members.  National contributions to the annual budget are based on a formula related to the size of each member's economy. The largest contributor is the United States, which provides approximately 25% of the budget, followed by Japan.

The United States has 1 OECD depository:  The Library of Congress.

Princeton has access to all OECD distributed monographs, serials, and statistical databases through its subscription to SourceOECD.  In addition, through its subscription it receives all monographs in paper and many of the serials.

SourceOECD:  provides statistics as well as full-text books, periodicals, and working papers published by the OECD and the International Energy Agency.
