Barometer:  “An instrument for determining the weight or pressure of the atmosphere, and hence for judging of probable changes in the weather, ascertaining the height of an ascent, etc.”  (OED)
Eurobarometer  :   
· Cross-national and cross-temporal social science research surveys. 
·  Began in early 1970, when the Commission of the European Community (EC) sponsored simultaneous surveys of the publics of the EC designed to measure public awareness of, and attitudes toward the Common Market and other EC institutions in complementary fashion. They also probed the goals that were given top priority for one's own nation. These concerns have remained a central part of the EC's research efforts -- which were carried forward in the summer of 1971 with another 6-nation survey that gave special attention to agricultural problems. These themes were of central interest again in a survey of the publics of the EC countries -- then 9 in number -- carried out in September 1973. 
· After 1973, the surveys took on a somewhat broader scope in content as well as in geographical coverage, with measures of subjective satisfaction and the perceived quality of life becoming standard features. 
· In 1974, the Commission of the EC launched the Eurobarometer series, designed to provide a regular monitoring of the social and political attitudes of the publics of the 9 member nations: France, Germany, the United Kingdom, Italy, the Netherlands, Belgium, Denmark, Ireland, and Luxembourg.  Carried out in the spring and fall of each year. In addition to obtaining regular readings of support for European integration and the perceived quality of life, each has explored a variety of special topics. 
· Attitudes toward the organization and role of the European Parliament have been explored in many Eurobarometers, beginning with Eurobarometer 7 in spring 1977.

· "Flash" Eurobarometer surveys:  a variant of the Eurobarometer surveys. They differ from the regular Eurobarometers in that they measure public opinion in the EC regarding a single topic. 
· The Candidate Countries Eurobarometer (CCEB) surveys, first conducted in 2001, gather information from the countries applying to become members of the European Union (EU) in a way that allows direct comparison with the standard Eurobarometer surveys that are carried out in existing EU countries.  

· Beginning with Eurobarometer 43, the archival survey titles in these ICPSR series no longer contain a hyphen separating "Euro" and "Barometer," in keeping with current usage.
·  Primary access is through ICPSR.  Not all are in ICPSR.  We have some individually acquired ones in the Main Catalog. If we do not have one, contact the Data Librarian.
· Eurobarometer Question Search:  Online search tool for finding whether and when a topic was covered on the Eurobarometer surveys. Also includes a topical guide.
Afrobarometer
· Independent, nonpartisan research project that measures the social, political and economic atmosphere in Africa. 
· Round 1:  July 1999 - June 2001: Botswana, Ghana, Lesotho, Malawi, Mali, Namibia, Nigeria, South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda, Zambia, and Zimbabwe

· Round 1.5: 2002: Namibia, Nigeria
·  Round 2:  May 2002 - October 2003:  Round 1 countries plus Cape Verde, Mozambique, Senegal, and United States.
· Round 2.5:  2004:  South Africa

·  Round 3:  March 2005 -  February 2006: Round 2 countries (minus the USA) plus Benin, Madagascar  

· Round 4 surveys took place in 19 countries between March and December 2008. A Round 4 survey may be conducted in Zimbabwe in early 2009. Survey micro-data are released to the public 2 years after the first publication of a survey's results.
·  Sample size is generally 1,200 or 2,400 adult citizens in each participating country. 

· Access is through ICPSR.

Arab Barometer
· Established in 2005.  

· Currently includes 5 nations:  Jordan, Palestine, Morocco, Algeria and Kuwait
· Multi-country social survey designed to assess citizen attitudes about public affairs, governance, and social policy in the Arab world, and to identify factors that shape these attitudes and values. 
· Seeks public opinion on such topics as: support for democratic institutions, political interest and participation, attitudes toward terrorism and political violence, conceptions and interpretations of Islam, the relationship between religion and politics, and attitudes toward Middle East international relations. 
·  Access is through its own site.  
AsiaBarometer
· Established in 2003.  
· 2003 included China, India, Japan, Malaysia, Myanmar, South Korea, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Uzbekistan, and Vietnam.
· 2004 included Brunei, Cambodia, China, Indonesia, Japan, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, South Korea, Thailand, and Vietnam.

· 2005 included Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Maldives, Mongolia, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Tajikstan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan.
· 2006 included China, Hong Kong, Japan, Singapore, South Korea, Taiwan, and Vietnam.
· 2007 included Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, and Thailand.
· 2008 included Australia, China, India, Japan, Russia, and United States.
· Microdata for 2003-2007 have been released.  2008 has not been released yet.
· ICPSR only has 2003 and 2004. 
America's Barometer (2004, 2006, 2008)


· Public opinion data for Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela. 

· Access through LAPOP - Latin American Public Opinion Project. Once in the database click on online data analysis. Click on either Beginner or Expert and then choose your database (the America's Barometers are listed first).

LatinoBarometro (1995+)
· Annual public opinion survey that involves some 19,000 interviews in 18 Latin American countries, representing more than 400 million inhabitants.

Social Surveys:

International Social Survey Program (ISSP)
Cross-national collaborative program that develops topical modules dealing with important areas of social science as supplements to regular national surveys in more than 20 countries. Topics have included religion, family and gender roles, role of the government, social inequality, the environment, and work attitudes. A listing of modules performed through 2006 is available. For the latest on the project see the ISSP website.

International Social Science Surveys /Australia

Chinese General Social Survey (China GSS) (2003+)
Annual or biannual questionnaire survey of China's urban and rural households aiming to monitor systematically the changing relationship between social structure and quality of life in urban and rural China. So far only 2003 data has been released.

British Social Attitudes Survey Series (1983+)
Began in 1983, and has been conducted every year since, except in 1988 and 1992. For the latest, use the UKDA. To obtain a free account please register with the UKDA.
Japanese General Social Surveys (JGSS)
 To date, the following JGSS surveys have been conducted: 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2005, and surveys for 2006 and 2008 have been planned.  Access through ICPSR.
General Social Survey (Canada)
Surveys from a sample selected across the 10 provinces. The 2 primary objectives are a) to gather data on social trends in order to monitor changes in the living conditions and wellbeing of Canadians over time; and b) to provide immediate information on specific social policy issues of current or emerging interest. Each survey contains a core topic, focus or exploratory questions and a standard set of socio-demographic questions used for classification. More recent cycles have also included some qualitative questions which explore perceptions. For all cycles except Cycle 16, the population aged 15 and older has been sampled. Cycle 16 only sampled persons aged 45 and older. Until 1998, the sample size was approximately 10,000 persons. This was increased in 1999 to 25,000.

German Social Survey. 1980+
Before 1991, respondents were chosen from the Federal Republic of Germany and West Berlin only, and since 1991 from all of Germany.  Access through ICPSR.
Irish Social and Political Attitudes Survey (ISPAS) (2001)
Israel Social Surveys (2002+)
Data is restricted and must be requested by the researcher.

Social Weather Stations Survey (1995-1997)
Independent source of data on Philippine economic and social conditions. Respondents were queried about such topics as needs and aspirations, education, employment, satisfaction on certain aspects of life, activities and involvement, experience of discrimination, and religiosity.   Access through ICPSR.
Polish General Social Survey (PGSS) Series. 1992+
Conducted annually from 1992 to 1995 and biennially subsequently.  Access through ICSPR.
Russian Sociological Data Archive
Includes data from many Russian institutes. Most documentation is in Russian. Summary data and data analysis tools are provided free on the site. For micro-data, requests must be seen to the Archive. Wide variety of surveys including ones on reform, economics, social views, culture, politics, religion, labor, scientists, women, and young people.

Survey Research Data Archive at Academia Sinica, Taiwan
Large archive housing a number of Taiwan research studies including the Social Image Survey in Taiwan and Taiwan's Election and Democratization Studies, TEDS.   Application must be made directly to the center for permission to use the data, and should be done well in advance of a project's due date. Also, be aware that English documentation is not available in all cases.

Taiwan Social Change Survey (1985, 1994, 1999, 2004)
Tracks the long-term trend of social changes through national representative survey data. Since the first nation-wide survey completed in 1985, this cross-sectional survey project has followed 5-year cycles that rotate selective modules. These modules cover various topics including family, religion, stratification, mass communication, and political participation.

Voice of the People Series (2005+)
Annual survey to solicit public opinion on social and political issues. Every year the survey will be conducted in approximately 50 countries, with a minimal sample size of 500 per country. Wherever possible, within each country a nationally representative sample n=500 adults, male and female, aged 18 and older will be used. In some emergent countries, where such research conditions are not possible, there may be stated variations to this (e.g. urban areas only). Similarly, in the developed world interviews will be conducted by telephone, while in emergent and under-developed countries face to face interviews will be conducted. Demographic variables include sex, age, household income, education level, employment status, and religious preference.  Access through ICPSR.
