Indexes international economic literature. Includes major journals, articles in collective volumes (essays, proceedings, etc.), books, full-text book reviews, dissertations, and working papers. 

Hints:  Use keywords; Subjects are very broad.  Use geographic descriptors.  Search working papers separately using keyword only.

· ABI/Inform  (1971+) 

Worldwide business periodicals. In-depth coverage of business & economic conditions, management techniques, theory, & practice of business, advertising, marketing, economics, human resources, finance, & taxation. 

Hints:  Use subjects and location. 

· ICPSR Bibliography of Data-Related Literature   

Citations of known published and unpublished works resulting from analyses of data held in the ICPSR archive. 
· Ideas
Cooperative project that invites institutions to submit working papers. Combines the bibliographic citations found in BibEc with the full text papers found in WoPec. If the full text is available, the full text in a downloadable format will follow the citation.
