D.  In what languages are reports for Peru published?


E. Is POVERTY a focus in any reports here?

How to Find a 

United Nations 

Sales Publication 

A sales publication number is a combination of arabic and roman

numerals. The first component (two arabic numerals) indicates the year of publication; the second component (roman numerals) denotes the subject of the publication or the issuing body; and the final component (an arabic numeral) is a sequential number given for all publications issued for any particular year.

Example:  

03.XIII.5


             year of publication         subject             sequential number

                    (2003)               (Demographics)



The sales publications are shelved first by the subject, or roman numeral, component.
 - Find the appropriate location for the roman numeral in your sales publication using the markers in the stacks. 
 - You will then find the books arranged by year, and then by the sequential number. 
The example listed above would be found in Stack 84 with the other “Category XIII” publications.
