Current faculty and research:

João Biehl - Anthropology of science and medicine; globalization, development and cultural change; reason, religion in modernity; culture and mental health; ethics; Latin America, Brazil, U.S.  He teaches courses on medical anthropology, cultures of science and technology, psychological anthropology, Latin American societies and cultures, and social thought and ethics.

James Boon - Marriage and hierarchy, history of anthropological ideas, language and culture, ritual and literature, comparative discourse.  Fieldwork in Java and Bali and library research on the history of Indonesian studies and anthropological discourse.  He teaches courses on comparative hierarchies, the art of reading hybrid texts in ethnology, related topics in language and culture and social theory, and European cultural studies.


John Borneman - Political and legal anthropology, anthropology of memory, cultural diversity, narrative theory and ethnographic method, urban studies, kinship, sexuality.  Fieldwork and research in Germany, Europe, Lebanon, and Syria.  Professor Borneman teaches courses on culture and international order, the anthropology of memory, and cultural diversity.

Isabelle Clark-Deces - Religion, symbol and ritual theory, expressive culture, anthropology of the person, self and emotion.  Conducted ethnographic fieldwork in the state of Tamilnadu in South India, where she investigated practices related to spirit possession, sorcery, and sacrifice.
She teaches courses on ritual, myth, and worldview, on the reading of ethnographic texts, and on the anthropology of person, self, and emotion.



Carol Greenhouse - Primary interests in the ethnography of the law and politics, and on the discursive and experiential dimensions of federalism in the contemporary United States, and the reflective connections between ethnography and democracy.  She teaches courses on the ethnography of the United States as a transnational and diasporic site and the ethnography of politics and law - with particular focus on states, subjectivities and citizenships.  


Abdellah Hammoudi - Colonialism, symbols of power, French ethnographic theory, history and anthropology in the Middle East, and North Africa.  He teaches courses on Middle Eastern society, colonialism, and French ethnographic theory.

Rena Lederman - Social-cultural anthropology, gender, exchange, anthropology of science, anthropological history in Melanesia and the U.S.  She has done research in the Highlands of Papua New Guinea, focusing on the political economy of gift exchange, on inequality and leadership, on gender roles and ideologies and on change.  Professor Lederman teaches courses on gender, Pacific Island cultures, economic anthropology, and the anthropology of science.
Alan  Mann - Physical anthropology, paleoanthropology and primatology.  He is a physical anthropologist whose interests include paleoanthropology and human evolution.  Professor Mann teaches courses on human adaptation and evolution and a summer field course on modern human origins in France.


Lawrence Rosen - culture theory, anthropology of law, ethnic relations, law and the American family, American Indian legal problems; North Africa and the Middle East.  He is both an anthropologist and a lawyer. His main interests are in the relation between cultural concepts and their implementation in social and legal relationships.  He teaches courses on law and anthropology, comparative religious systems, the American Indian and the law, and the theory of cultural systems.

Carolyn Rouse - Medical anthropology, visual anthropology, resistance, critical race theory, and consciousness; North America.  Professor Rouse teaches courses in both Anthropology and African American Studies, including adolescence and gender; race and medicine; and religion, media and culture.
