Undergraduate program 
· Only competitive admission program at Princeton 
· Currently 90 juniors, 79 seniors

· Basis of the program in the junior year is the Junior Policy Task Force – students must participate in a JPTF in both the Fall and Spring semesters – eleven JPTFs are offered each semester with two taught abroad – students rank their choices and are guaranteed their first choice in either the fall or the spring – many JPTFs are taught by adjunct faculty from various organizations or other universities

· Senior thesis required as in all other departments at Princeton

Graduate Programs

· Master’s in Public Policy (M.P.P.) – one year program for mid-career professionals – current enrollment 15

· Master’s Degree in Public Affairs (M.P.A.) – 2 year program – current enrollment in Year 1 is 71, Year 2 is 77.
· Four fields of concentration – Field I: International Relations; Field II: Development Studies; Field III: Domestic Policy; Field IV: Economics and Public Policy

· Ph.D. Program – current enrollment is 27

· Two joint degrees – M.P.A/J.D. and M.P.A/U.R.P.
· Three certificate programs – Demography; Health & Health Policy; Science, Technology and Environmental Policy
Faculty

· Approximately 150 – almost all have joint appointments with other departments – the two most popular are Economics and Politics – other joint appointments include Sociology, Psychology, Environmental Studies.
